+ Spice it up. Make a skinny apple cider with unsweetened apple juice and plenty of spice like
cinnamon, cloves, ginger and nutmeg. Garnish with whole cinnamon sticks.

+ Buzzy, but better. Opt for less-sweet homemade
versions of sugary coffee drinks and hot chocolate.
(You’ll save money, too!)

+ Cut back. Replace sugary drinks (including sodas,
energy and sports drinks, sweet tea, lemonade
and coffee drinks) with water or unsweetened tea and
coffee. To make the switch easier, cut back the
amount of sweetener gradually until your taste adjusts.
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
